Why is the 

LORD bringing us to this land only to let us fall by the 

sword? Our wives and children will be taken as plunder. 

Wouldn't it be better for us to go back to Egypt?" And they 

said to each other, "We should choose a leader and go back 

to Egypt."

“Then Moses and Aaron fell face down in front of the whole 

Israelite assembly gathered there.  Joshua son of Nun and 

Caleb son of Jephunneh, who were among those who had 

explored the land, tore their clothes and said to the entire 

Israelite assembly, "The land we passed through and 

explored is exceedingly good.  If the LORD is pleased with 

us, he will lead us into that land, a land flowing with milk 

and honey, and will give it to us.”

“But the whole assembly talked about stoning them.   The 

LORD said to Moses, "How long will these people treat me 

with contempt? How long will they refuse to believe in me, 

in spite of all the miraculous signs I have performed among 

them?

Not one of you will enter the land I swore with uplifted 

hand to make your home, except Caleb son of Jephunneh 

and Joshua son of Nun. And the Lord looked and said…..”

rejected.  But you—your bodies will fall in this desert.  

Your children will be shepherds here for forty years, 

suffering for your unfaithfulness, until the last of your 

bodies lies in the desert.”
